A An Infrastructure Plumbing Feature to
Enable Multi-lingual Sites

| Enabled via Hidden Lists, Event Receivers, and
Timer Jobs

A Requires a Standard SharePoint 2010
License

I Utilizes the WCM Publishing Capabilities
A Not Just for Multi-lingual Sites

| Can be useful whenever an alternate version of
content is required

I The root site where Variations will be created within

I Upon hierarchy creation, the Welcome Page is
replaced with VariationRoot.aspx

A Variation Source

| Content origination point and default site when no
browser match exists

A Variation Labels

I Generic name referring to all variation sites

A Variation Site
I A Variation Label other than the Variation Source

A Most Critical Part of the Process

I Do NOT underestimate how complex a problem

I Do NOT bolt on afterwards (design upfront)

I Automatically propagate site and page
variations when a site Is created or a page Is

published
A Manual Creation

| Manually propagate sites and pages

A On-Demand Propagation
I New in SharePoint 2010

I A "hybrid” approach allowing automatic site
creation with manual page updates

I Requires PowerShell to enable

Common Issues with Variations

A Corruption in the Relationships List

I Use the STSADM variationsfixuptool (no PowerShell
equivalent)

A Root Pages/Resources are Still Available

| Resources will need to be removed, secured, or
have custom redirection logic added to the page

A Default.aspx Loses it's Page Layout Setting

I Manual Change, Event Receiver, Workflow, or some
other custom logic will be necessary for target
labels

A The Variation Label Menu is Deprecated and
Should Not be Used



Common Issues with Variations

A Target Label Sites Cannot be Hidden Upon
Hierarchy Creation by Default

I Need custom redirection logic

A Variation Labels are Fixed to Source Language

I Language selection menus cannot be driven off the
variation labels list

I Create a custom list and menu selection control

A CBiap?]ot Easily Propagate Pages On-Demand in
atc

I Use PowerShell

A Advanced Redirects may be Required

I If an exact match on the locale is not identified the
user is redirected to the source site

I Create a custom redirector to handle custom logic
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Key Takeaways

A MULis a simple mechanism for providing

I When you think you've tested enough then test
some more

Don’t underestimate the content translation
costs
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
